Pattern adaptation -18th January
Want to create your own designs? Not sure where to start? Like what you’ve seen in a magazine or on the catwalk? Want to learn how to reproduce it? Then this course is for you. Learn how to adapt commercial patterns. Change features such as sleeves, collars and fastenings. Lengthening, shortening, slashing, folding and dart manipulation. Everything you need to know to create the perfect pattern.
Dressmaking for beginners - 31st January

Start as you mean to go on, making professional looking garments. We examine the commercial pattern, learn how to make it work for you. Create a file of essential seams, hems and hand stitches that will give your garments the Couture edge.
Make your own Boned Bodice (2 days) -10th/11th February
Make a boned bodice to fit you. Choose your pattern, fabric and lining. Learn the art of boning correctly and shaping a garment to your exact contours.
Roman Blinds - 22nd February
Discover the different styles and how they work. We discuss design, measuring, making and hanging. Make a sample blind for future reference.
Fabric Fact File (know your fabrics) - 6th March

Buying fabric on the internet, not sure what you’re getting? Then this is the course for you. Build a fibre to fabric file, discussing suitability of fabric to design. From sheer to suitings to fake fur construction, design choice and laundering suggestions will be given to build into a comprehensive guide containing actual fabrics and samples of construction methods.
Speed Tailoring - 21st March

Work with fusible interlinings. Create the perfect notched collar, using a simple method for great results every time.  What’s a Plastron? You will know how to create one also set in sleeves with ease, the magic sleeve wrap and sleeve head. You will make a sample half jacket using the latest techniques
Make your own skirt -18th April

Bring your own fabric and pattern. Make a lined tailored skirt. Learn how to stop vents from crushing, pleats from drooping, invisible zips and disappearing darts. Techniques explained for faced waist, hongkong finishing for hems and the amazing bound, interlined and lined method, for a super fast skirt with real couture style.

Fit to Finish (2 days) - 27th/28th April
An easy to follow fitting concept. Using a commercial pattern and actual garments you will be personally fitted for a top and skirt. Learn to read the signs of a bad fit and how to correct it. At the end of this two-day workshop you will leave with a manual, commercial pattern and a toile that fits.
Trouser fit-16th May

Learn the correct way to measure, cut and adjust those tricky areas to have a perfect fitting toile. You will be able to make any style of trouser from one correctly fitting toile. All you trouser fitting problems solved in one day.
French quilted jacket (aka Chanel) -18th/19th May

This 2 day course will give you the opportunity to create your own Chanel style jacket. Bring your pattern fabric and lining. Learn all the tips for making this jacket special. Trims, decorative finishes, handmade buttons, pockets or flaps you choose. Customise it your way.
Make your own top, blouse or shirt - 20th June

Bring your pattern and fabric. Make yourself a lovely top, blouse or shirt. Lots of tips and techniques used in everyday shirts and blouses. Learn the easy way to insert a sleeve placket; expert collars and cuffs in any fabric. Button and neck bands top stitched without any ridges or wrinkles.
Working with Stretch knits (2 days) - 29th/30th June

Working with stretch or knitted fabric can be challenging. Bring your pattern and fabric. Create something comfortable and easy to wear. Learn everything you need to know about cutting, fitting and sewing this versatile fabric.
